 Zamboni (2016) compares a traditional Dissertation with a Doctorate of Laws, 
"At Least for most doctoral degrees in Western legal systems, the way to show such knowledge it is not by answering questions posed by an examiner, as is common for most academic exams. The path to be taken by the doctoral candidate in order to demonstrate her or his knowledge is by writing a research (either a monography or as a collection of articles). The problem raised by this choice of means is that the main function of a research in general is not to show the degree of knowledge of the author (at least not explicitly).

The main purpose of a research (at least in a perfect world) is to say something new to the reader or (in case of a more systematizing work), to show a different and perhaps better picture of something already said by others. In either case, i.e. whether innovative or systematizing, the fundamental task does not lie in showing personal knowledge of a specific field of law. It instead lies in either guiding the reader through difficult parts of an author, field, or theory or in leading her or him to a certain solution of practical or theoretical problems of an area" (P. 779) of law.
This paper complements traditional Doctorate with 4  collections of papers, proceeded successfully by passing examinations, and this paper complements the Zamboni (2016) Doctorate by saying something different through the Doctorate of Laws degree. In doing so, I propose the asymmetry hypothesis, which is an investigation of the link between the social conditions and economic outcomes of free blacks relative to whites. For the empirical portion of the study, I employ cross-sectional variables from the IPUMS samples. This paper finds that economic differences between free blacks and whites were intertwined with asymmetrical social constraints. While the legal and social status of free blacks was significantly better than slaves, their status did not equal that of whites. Yet free blacks did attempt to overcome the social conditions by structuring their households to provide a basic foundation for the pursuit of happiness.
